St Marlo Arbor and Grilling Facilities

Rules and Regulations

Purpose

The purpose of the St Marlo Arbor and Grillling Facility is to provide a facility for the enjoyment of all homeowners of St Marlo.  

General Rules & Regulations

A. Reserved Usage

The facilities will be reserved on a first come, first served basis by any St Marlo homeowner in good standing with the St Marlo Homeowners Association.  A signed Facility Use Agreement along with payment of the use fees and deposit will be required of the person reserving the facility.  A facility will not be reserved without payment of the use fee and deposit.  The homeowner reserving the facility must be present during the entire event.      

Usage hours for all facilities are 8:00 A.M to 12:00 A.M. on weekdays (M-Th) and from 8:00 A.M. to 2:00 A.M. on weekends (F-Su).  Requests outside these hours must be brought before the Advisory Board for approval.  Contact the property manager to make mutually accepted arrangements for Security Personnel to open and close facility.  

B. Deposits & Use Fees 

A refundable Security Deposit and Non-refundable Use Fee will be required prior to a reservation being taken for any and all facilities.  All confirmations will be made only upon payment of the fees and deposit. 

Clean up should be completed immediately following the function in accordance with the St Marlo Facility Use Check List.  The checklist shall be returned as pre-arranged with the property manager. The Security Deposit will be returned if   1) the facility meets the requirements contained in the Check List and 2) there is no damage to the facility or any item contained there-in. 

This contract does not include exclusive use of the pool, tennis courts or Cabana Building. 

C.   Cancellation

The Security Deposit and User Fee will always be returned in the event of cancellation. 

 D.  The Fees and Security Deposits

The User Fee and Security Deposit must be received at the time of reservation.   

E. Smoking and Alcohol

Alcohol may not be sold on the association grounds and persons under the age of 21 may not consume alcohol on association grounds.  Alcohol shall not be served to any person who is obviously intoxicated.  

F. Conduct 

Homeowners renting facilities are responsible for the conduct of their guests in regard to the Rules and Regulations.  Use of surrounding facilities by other St Marlo homeowners shall not be hindered. 

G. Other 

Facility assets (tables, chairs, etc.) may be used by homeowners reserving the facility.   

Rules and Regulations are subject to periodic review and change, as necessary, without notification.
